Homework on UTA College of Engineering and Curriculum Issues

If you know the answers to the following questions, you can answer them without referring to source material.   If you don’t, find the UTA undergraduate catalog on-line by finding the UTA Home Page, following the link to “Academics and Research”, and then the link under Admissions on the “Undergraduate | Catalog” line to “Catalog”.   There are 2 sections that you should  refer to in order to answer these questions: 

1) Academic Regulations in the UTA section of the catalog and 
2) the College of Engineering section.

Answer the following questions.
1. What are the 3 requirements for admission to the professional program for any College of Engineering degree?

2. Consider the case of a student who has had a little trouble with one of his courses, EE 1241.
In spring 2002, he took EE 1241 and got a ‘F’

In fall 2002, he retook EE 1241 and withdrew after 5 weeks, getting a ‘W’

In spring 2003, he took EE 1241 again and got a ‘D’

He wants to retake EE 1241 again in summer 2003.


What should his advisor tell him, and why?

3. After being enrolled at UTA Engineering for a few semesters, Pre-ME major Joe Smith wants to go home to Houston for the summer and take statics at one of the colleges in Houston.   What should he do before signing up to do that?

4. Pre-CSE major R.R. Track is having GPA problems.  He has 45 transfer hours which count toward his degree, and has completed 25 hours in his 2 semesters at UTA.   Here are his UTA courses:

7. Consider Pre-EE major Joe Smith who started college in 2000 and came to UTA with 43 hours as a business major at TAMU (12 of which applied to his degree in EE).   He took 24 hours at TCC, mostly all general education courses, all of which applied to his degree.   An EE degree requires 129 hours.  How many hours can Joe take at UTA before he starts paying a higher tuition rate?
