• Do not waste time stating things that do not 
directly answer the question.  

• Stating things that are correct but do not 
answer the question will not get partial credit. 

• Stating things that are incorrect and irrelevant 
may hurt your grade (I may still take points off 
if you say something that is irrelevant to the 
question but still wrong). 

 

 



Numerical Calculations 

• Numerical calculations do not need to be 
performed, as long as I see on paper an 
expression that if I just plug into a calculator 
will give me the right thing.  

• However, important simplifications should be 
done. Example:
