Lab 1 - CSE 1105 


Getting Started with Accounts & Tools








This lab will be an opportunity to set up your Exchange and omega accounts.  It is important that you begin to become (more) familiar with Unix, so this week you will start to become familiar with UTA’s Unix machine omega. 











Task #1   Set Up Your Exchange Account





All students registered for this class should have been assigned an account on UTA’s Exchange Server, called an “NT Account”.   This account will allow you to send and receive email, as well as access the internet via UTA computers on campus.  Now, display the UTA web page

and read about accessing your UTA NT account by following the link to 


Student Accounts





Especially read about “Free E-mail”.   You should decide at this point if you wish to receive email related to this course at this NT account or whether you want to have mail which is sent to this account forwarded to an email account that you access more often (e.g., an existing hotmail account).   


If you want to keep this Exchange account and plan to access it frequently, then you need to do nothing more about it.  


If you want to “kill” the Exchange account and have email sent to it automatically forwarded to another existing account, follow the instructions for forwarding.   To accomplish this forwarding, first follow the instructions on the web site to change your default password to a password which you choose.   Then follow the instructions for redirecting your e-mail from your Exchange account to a different e-mail address.


In any case, note that your instructors will send email to your Exchange account as needed, and it is your job to receive it and act on it.





Send email to your lab instructor using the email address provided for you.  Write in the email address here:











In the email you send to your lab instructor, provide your full name and the email address of the NT account which you have just activated.   Send yourself a copy of this email, and be sure you receive that copy.  





Task #2   Set Up Your omega Account





All students registered for this class will be assigned an account on UTA’s omega, called your “omega Account”.   This account will allow you to establish a web page, as well as become familiar with a Unix system.   


For students who registered for this course prior to this week, the omega account should already be set up.  


Others should speak to a lab instructor to set up the omega account.
